We are delighted that our Year 12 pupils will be returning to Glastry College on Monday 24 August from 
9.30am until 3.45pm.

All pupils will be expected to wear full school uniform, bring 
their school bag, pencil case.  They should also bring a snack/drink for break and a packed lunch as 
canteen facilities will not be provided.
